If you want perfect sound, buy a CD player. But the CD is not
new. The �rst CD was sold in 1982, and in 1986 one million

CDs of Brothers in Arms by Dire Straits were bought.
CDs are only 12 centimetres across but each one has a line

�ve kilometres long which can record over an hour of music. The
music is recorded and played using a special light called a laser.

So what’s good about CDs? Firstly CDs give much better
sound than old-fashioned cassettes.
